But now 
it’s time to restart those energetic engines and get 
back into the show! 

Chris Grosser once quoted, “Opportunities don't 
happen. You create them". And this is definitely 
what you have created Gang. And you have a 
reward for your success so far! We were all given 
our special 50

th
 Scarf. Congratulations on this 

milestone! So why did we get them? 
Because we earnt them. So what does this 
mean? We have to live up to the high 
standards of Cumberland performing, and 
who knows, we may even push to a new 
high standard! 

It is also really good to see you all banding together 
and learning all of your movement and singing parts 
so well. It is interesting how things always start as a 
challenge and then start to become second nature. 
So with this I will give the first 10 people who can 
sing the chorus of the opening number perfectly to 
Kay an Oscar each! That’s right so practice the 
song and find Kay after rehearsals start and sing as 
proud as you can to get that Oscar!  

Which I am sure you will sing perfectly 
because you have all been listening 
and practicing hard to your rehearsal 
CDs right? Remember we are in the 
second act now, we should know all 
the songs in the first act, and be getting very close to 
knowing the second act songs as well.  

Y’know there are some real characters coming out of 
you all. One of the key things of performing is putting 
on that character, that energy and that excitement! 
So keep practicing, listen to the lyrics to the songs 
you are singing, what kind of emotion or vibe should 
you be using? Want some tips? Find Kerrin or 
Byron and ask them for a tip on the character/feeling 
you are trying to portray.  

How is your ticket selling technique going? Don’t 
forget your target! We have to be out there talking 

about our show NOW. So let’s do it. Remember 

your family would love to come and see what you 
have been rehearsing. So start there and move 
forward to the next group such as your friends or 
Scout and Guide group. Remember there are heaps 
of options to look into to get selling. Check the 
yellow pages of your script for ideas!  

So are you ready to get back into it Gang? 
Remember Rob’s tips for stepping onto the stage.  

1. SMILE!! Until your face cracks... 
2. FACE THE FRONT!! And keep your 

head up... 
3. PROJECT YOUR VOICE!! Singing or 

speaking. 

I will leave you on my Trumpet Note. There has been 
a song that is stuck in my head, and I think you all 
should give this tune a go. It’s a classic of mine that I 
think is fitting for where we are at.  
It’s by Fatboy Slim. The song “Praise You” has a 
way of taking you on a journey, through the sounds 
and chord progressions; it takes you higher and 
higher as you listen to it.

PLEASE READ THE PRODUCTION NOTES  
FOR THE ITEMS YOU ARE IN  

BEFORE YOU GO ONTO A FLOOR  
 
1: Together Again 
Great job cast! Remember your spots on the stage. 
Keep smiling and start performing! 
 
3a: Nerds Rule 

Good improvement. It looks NERDY! Remember 

your interlude moves and keep those arms up before 

the Coda. 

 

3b: The Boring Elements  
Great work! Keep up the pace. It is 
coming together now.  
 
3c: I’ll Join the Greats 
What a ‘great’ item! Remember the cheesiness 
everyone, especially the boys. 

 

4: My Best Mates Chix Remix 

Please remember, we go the same 

way in the dance now! 

 

8: Getting Over 

Well done Rovers! Jacob, you’re doing great! Let’s 
just keep polishing it. This is going to be stunning! 

9c: Greatest Show 
This will be the greatest show, just keep 
the energy up, your actions strong and your 
voices loud! Please practise the Chorus 3 
harmonies at home. You’ll have the audience 
clapping along with you in no time.  
Great work! 
 
10: Tonight Only 
This item is going to be sick. We just need your 
energy and enthusiasm at 200%. Try your hardest to 
remember everything over the break. 
 
11: Better When I am Dancing 
Juniors! You are doing so well. I am very proud of 
you. Next time - bring your scripts to the floor and we 
will work on the singing to make us sound as good 
as we look! We need to practise our moves, our 
words and polish, polish, polish!!  
 
12: It’s the Moments 
Solid! Great work – practise in front of 
the videos. Remember dance break 
and come in on time. SMILE  
 
13: Dragons Fire and Ice 
Remember each chorus is just a bit different; you will 
need to listen very carefully at the end of the chorus 
so you know where we are up to.

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FIFTY FUN FACTS! 

Here is the next 5 of the fifty fun facts 
about Cumberland Gang Show’s 

history in our 50
th

 year! 

1. Ralph, our cartoon character mascot which 
appears on the front page of each Gangway and 
the front of your script, was drawn by Rob in 
1999 and has his 20th birthday this year! 
 

2. In 1999, we did 12 performances to a record 
breaking 7,388 people with just 147 in the 
cast.  This would turn out to be the biggest 
number to see a Cumberland Gang Show in any 
one year – a record we have not broken since. 
 

3. Rehearsals were moved to Muirfield High School 
in 1999, and we stayed there for the next 14 
years, after 23 years at Bundilla.  We moved to 
Crestwood in 2014. 
 

4. Our Gang Show shirt was created in 2005 and 
has a unique 50th design this year, 15 years 
later. 
 

5. 13,000 person hours of work go into making the 
show (including production, cast and backstage) 
and that's before it even gets into the theatre!
