Here is the next 5 of the fifty fun 
facts about Cumberland Gang 
Show’s history in our 50

th
 year! 

 

1. The big video screen at the back of the stage 
first appeared in 2013. Prior to that we had a 
white cyclorama curtain. 
 

2. Back in 1979 for our 
10th year anniversary 
show, a set was made 
of our “Gang Show 
Faces” for the opening 
number, painted by 
Phyllis Gibson, the then 
Art Director.  During the 
80’s it was combined 
with a Scout emblem set 
and used again and 
again, mostly in the finale.  It became a symbol 
of the show that we are still using today. It was 
refurbished in 2018. 
 

3. Rob conducted the show from 1980 to 2012, a 
33 year run. On the finale night in 2012 he was 
moved by the cast lining up to escort him from 
the pit. It was the end of an era for the show, in 
more ways than one. In 2013, David Lang took 
over as Conductor and the pit moved to the back 
of the stage. 2019 is David’s 7

th
 year as 

Conductor. 
 

4. In the 1970 Ryde Gang Show there were six 
Patrols named: Apple, Big Six, Cheetah, 
Endeavour, Bonzo Dog and Twerres.  
  

5. The current 10 Patrols were named in 1991: 
Scooby Doo, Snoopy, Phantom, Road Runner, 
Smurf, Charlie Brown, Flintstones, Jetsons, 
Garfield and Ginger Meggs. These same patrol 
names stayed constant for the next 21 years and 
were not changed again until 2013. They were 
briefly cut down to 8 new patrols for 2 years then 
went back to the same 10 again in 2015.
